Readability Level: 4.1
Pre Reading: This book will be used to teach about penguins during our winter unit. It will be used to teach the differences between penguins, where penguins live, what they eat, and important characteristics of each. This book will be used to introduce Emperor Penguins. Before reading the story we will discuss important vocabulary so that the students will gain knowledge about penguins. Vocabulary words to be discussed are: Emperor Penguin, Antarctica, egg, waddle, flippers, penguin chick, hatching, and huddling. We will also begin a KWL chart about penguins. The students will tell what they already know about emperor penguins and what they want to learn while reading the story. 

During Reading:  The teacher will put emphasis on important vocabulary words while reading the story. The students will make predictions about what is going to happen next with the emperor’s egg. The teacher will allow the students to ask questions about what is happening in the story if they are unsure. 

After Reading:

· When the teacher has finished reading the story, the students will do a sequencing activity about the events that took place. The students will give responses to complete the KWL chart. They will tell what they learned in the story. 

Follow-up Activities:

· Present a science lesson on penguins and their Antarctica habitat.
