Vocabulary: folktales, favoritism, blessings, honor, deceitful
Introduction: Before reading: Ask and discuss the vocabulary words; give meanings and descriptions.
During Reading: Ask following questions on corresponding pages:
· p 6– Why does Blanche’s mother and sister holler at her.
· p 10 – How does Blanche honor her promise?
· p 19 – What do mother and Rose scheme up to do while Blanche sleeps?
· End – Did this story end the way you wanted it to end? If not, how would you rewrite the ending?
Follow-Up Activities: 
1. 
Read this book around Easter time. Have the children dye and decorate their own eggs. Let them write an adventure about being a “good” egg. Or let them compare and contrast the “good egg” vs the “evil egg.”
2. 
Give the children two egg-shaped papers. Have them title one as “GOOD” and one as “EVIL”. Using magazines, have them cut and paste words that are good attributes on the good egg and bad attributes on the “BAD” egg.
3. 
Have the children think of some make believe things that happened in the story. Write several of them scattered on the board. Write them also on a small piece of paper. Draw names and let each child “act out” the make believe scene that was drawn from the pile.
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
