2. Use the following graphic organizer to allow students to compare how the plot of “The Three Little Pigs” is alike and different from “The Three Little Javelina’s.”
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3. On the board as a class, ask students how the javelina’s choices affected what happened to them?  Could the javelinas have avoided the coyote?  How?  Ask students to relate how choices affect their own life.
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
