Book Description:

Academic Objectives:

· ELA4W1a: The student produces writing that establishes an appropriate organizational structure, sets a context and engages the reader, maintains a coherent focus throughout, and signals a satisfying closure. The student will write texts of a length appropriate to address the topic or tell the story.

Brilliant Star Objective:

· Friends: Students will be able to discuss proper ways of showing emotions and reacting to situations in social situations, especially as it relates to becoming part of a group.
Readability Level: K-2
Vocabulary: pistachio, sensitive 
Introduction: Before reading, show the students the cover of the book and ask them what they think it will be about. Then do a picture walk through the book and ask them who they think is going to be teased.
During Reading: Ask following questions on corresponding pages:

· p 5- How do you feel about teasing?
· P. 7- What do you think abuzz means in this story?

· P.9- Why do you think some of the other cubs were jealous of Brother?

· P. 11 How do you think Brother felt about being teased?

· P. 13- Do you think Brother really has a stomach ache? If not why is he telling his mother he does?

· P.19- Do you think Brother did the right thing sticking up for the new kid?

· P. 23- What is rasslin?

After Reading: 
· Why do you think teasing is not a good idea? 
· Have any of you ever been teased? How does teasing make you feel? 
· Have you ever teased anyone? If you know it doesn’t make you feel good then should you tease others? 
· Teasing is a form of bullying. Is bullying allowed in school? 
· How should you react to someone who teases you? What are some things you can do when you are being teased? (walk away, ignore)
Follow-Up Activities: 
1. The students will list out the ways they can react to teasing.

2. The students will then write a story of someone who is being teased where they react correctly to teasing.
3. Place students in groups of four and have then share their stories and discuss similarities and differences. Have each group report about their discussions with the class.
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
