Book Description:
· The little mouse cannot sleep because he is hearing different noises outside. A comforting story.
Academic Objective: 

· ELAKR6c: Answers and asks questions about essential narrative elements of a read-aloud text. 
· ELAKR6g: Connects life experiences to read-aloud text.
Brilliant Star Objective: 
· Perceiving:  Students will be aware of their surroundings and the effects they can have on a person’s feelings and reactions.
Readability Level: 2.6
Vocabulary: Words that may need to be addressed before instruction: noisy, peeped, burglar, wardrobe, fetched, pried, earmuffs
Introduction: Questions to ask before reading:
· “Do you ever get scared at night?”
· “What makes you scared?”

· “What do you do when you get scared?”

Questions During Reading: 
· “Do you think Big Mouse will let Little Mouse in his bed?”
· “What noise did Little Mouse hear first?”

· “What other noise might he hear?”

· “Why did Little Mouse think there was a burglar?”

· “Why did Little Mouse think that it was raining inside?”

· “Why didn’t Big Mouse want Little Mouse in his bed?”

· “In the end, did Little Mouse like the quiet?”

· “How did they finally get to sleep?”
Follow-up activities:
· Have students collect items from around the room and outside to create noises. Turn off the lights and let each student create his or her noise. See if the class can guess what is making the noise.
· Toss around a beach ball with questions written on it. (What happened first? Who were the characters in the story? What happened in the beginning/middle/end? What happened next? How did you want the story to end?)
· Make a chart about feeling scared. Have students dictate what makes them scared. Brainstorm as a class ways to get over being scared of the items on the chart.
