Book Description: 
· Pa, brother, and sister do not want to do their chores and there are consequences.
Academic Objective:

· ELA3R2: The student acquires and uses grade-level words to communicate effectively. The student determines the meaning of unknown words on the basis of context.
Brilliant Star Objective:

· Conation/Volition: Students will be able to accept responsibility for their thoughts, emotions, and actions. 
Readability Level: 3.7
Vocabulary: prompted, shipshape, Baluchistan, bicker, dust bunnies, occasionally
Introduction: Have the students make a list of all their chores they have to do at home. Explain the vocabulary words to the students.
During Reading: During reading have the students jot down any other words that they need clarification on in the text.
Follow-up Activities:

1. Make a list of the words students needing clarification on the board. Ask other students if they can define any of the words. For the words that are not defined, have the students use the context to come up with the meaning.
2. Have the students explain what happens when they do not do their chores. Who does the chores if you don’t? Is it fair to make some else do them? Help the students understand that their actions reflect not just themselves, but others too.
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
