The Doorbell Rang

Book Description:

· A mom makes cookies for her two kids, but the doorbell keeps ringing with more people to share the cookies with. 
Academic Objectives: 

M2N3 Students will understand multiplication, multiply numbers, and verify results. d. Use repeated subtraction, equal sharing, and forming equal groups to divide large collections of objects and determine factors for multiplication.

Brilliant Star Objective: 

· Cognitive/Thinking: Problem Solving: Students will be able to use the appropriate cognitive skills to identify and resolve situations where no known solution is readily obvious. 

Readability Level: 1.9

Vocabulary: dividing, equal groups

Introduction: Tell the students that they will be reading a story today about a couple of kids who have to share the cookies their mom has baked for them each time the doorbell rings and more people come over. Ask the students what it means to equally share something. When you share a group of items equally among a people that is called dividing it up. 

During Reading: Have the students sitting in groups with paper plates and 12 cookies (either real or cut from construction paper). As the teacher reads the story, the students should act out the situation and find how many cookies each person gets before it is revealed in the story. The teacher should keep a table on the board with the labels of total number of cookies, number of people, number of cookies each person gets, and a number model to demonstrate that problem. Fill in the table throughout reading the story. At the end discuss division and equal sharing with the students. 

Follow-Up Activities: 

The story ends with Grandma coming with more cookies. Propose to the students that grandma brings 24 more cookies. Give the cookies to the groups. Have the students work together to figure out how many cookies each child now gets. The students will then draw the problem’s solution out on paper and label it with an appropriate number model. 
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
