The Mitten

Book Description:

· A boy loses his snow-white mittens and the animals of the forest share it to keep warm.

Introduction: 
Tell the students that today you all will be reading a winter folktale. In the folktale, a little boy loses his snow-white mitten and the animals in the forest find it. Ask the students what they think the animals will do when they find the mitten. Show the students the cover of the book. Have the students name the animals they know on the cover of the book. Tell the students any of the animals they cannot name. On chart paper, draw a large mitten and label it with the name of the book. During the reading, you and the students will put the names of the animals in order of appearance on the mitten. 

During Reading: 
As the teacher reads the story, stop periodically at new information to discuss and summarize together what you have learned already. Make sure to write the names of the animals on the chart paper as they come up in the story. At the end, summarize the entire story together. Then invite students to summarize the story. Use the chart to help with the summarizing. 

Follow-Up Activities: 

Students will create Popsicle puppets of each of the characters in the story, write a summary of the story in the form of a play with the same characters in the same order, and perform their play for their classmates. 
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
