Objectives: 
· SSKCG2 The student will retell stories that illustrate positive character traits and will explain how the people in the stories show the qualities of honesty, patriotism, loyalty, courtesy, respect, truth, pride, self-control, moderation, and accomplishment. 
Brilliant Star Objectives:
· Friends:  Students will be able to describe what friends do together and how they can help each other.
· Moral Character: Students will be able to recognize a clear image of themselves and how to identify behavior that does not follow moral rules.

Essential Question:

· What are some good character traits to have?
Activating Strategy:

· Read: West Slide Story
Acquisition Lesson Activity:

· Fold a piece of construction paper into thirds and label the sections beginning, middle, and end. Students will retell the story by illustrating the beginning, middle, and end in the appropriate section.
·  Kindergarteners can use inventive spelling early in the year, but may be ready to write a sentence toward the end of the year. The sentence should include some of the good character traits discussed in the story.
Extend/Refine Activities:

· Students can work in cooperative pairs to complete a T chart with good traits in one column and bad traits on the other.
