What Are You Going to Buy?

Book Description: 
· A little girl is trying to figure out what to buy.
Academic Objective:

· ELA2R2: The student demonstrates the ability to read orally with speed, accuracy, and expression. The student reads familiar text with expression.
Brilliant Star Objective:
· Finances: Students will be able to identify money and the value of each as well as importance of money in today’s society.
Readability Level: Kindergarten
Vocabulary: Coat-goat, hat-rat, ribbon-gibbon, boot-bandicoat, pant-ants
Introduction: Ask the students what they like to buy when they go shopping (clothes, toys, food, candy, jewelry, etc). Introduce the title and the front cover of the book.
During Reading: Since the book repeats the questions: “What are you going to buy in the shop? What are you going to buy?” The students are going to work on fluency. If you write the book on big story paper, have the students chorally read along with you working on their accuracy and speed. The students will also work on expression with those questions. 
Follow-up Activities:

1. Have the students read with a partner to work more on fluency. Have the students make a competition out of it to see who can read the faster without mistakes.

2. In the book, there are rhyming words. Introduce the students to the rhyming words and help the students come up with other words to rhyme with each set.

3. Talk to the students about what the little girl bought. Ask questions: “did she have to buy those items? Did she need them? How much do you think each item cost? What could she buy instead?” Help the students understand the value of the items she bought and that it was not necessary for her to buy those items. 
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
