2. Have students share if the activities that were listed earlier were in the story, and what new activities that were read in the story could be added to the list. 
After Reading: 
Students will write about an activity that they have done during each season, and see if the activity that they have done (such as playing in the leaves) was done in the story as well. Students will write about how their experience was the same or different from the experience in the book. 
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
