Where Does God Live?

Book Description:

· Encourages young children to explore their world and see God all around them.
Academic Objectives:
· ELA2W1a: The student demonstrates competency in the writing process. The student writes text of a length appropriate to address a topic and tell the story.

Brilliant Star Objective:

· Spiritual: Students will be able to identify the deep connection to themselves, others, nature, or to a higher power and express a sense of gratitude.
Readability Level: P-2
Vocabulary: All words are familiar to children.
Introduction: Show the students the front of the book and ask them if they know where God lives. Ask them why they think the author chose the pictures on the front of the book to be on the cover.  
During Reading: Ask following questions on corresponding pages:

· p 2- Just because you don’t see God does that mean he is not there?
· p. 4- How do you see God through the eyes of your heart?
· P. 7- How does God fit inside small things?
· P. 8- How can God be everywhere and still live inside you?
· P. 22- Do we have wings? What did the author mean by wings on this page?
· P.27- God lives in your heart whatever you do. Does that mean if you do something that isn’t nice God will still be in your heart?
· p 28- So, where does God live?
Follow-Up Activities: 
1. As a class, make a list of about 25 or 30 different places God lives. Make sure they are all different. For example only one animal, one land form, etc.
2. Have the class build a diorama of some of the places God lives. 

3. The teacher will give the students a large box with one side completely cut out. You can also use just a strip of cardboard for the floor with only one wall as the back wall. 

4. The students will pick one or two things from the list to make using art supplies. For example, God lives in trees so a student would build a tree out of clay or construction paper. Another example would be using black construction paper to show God lives in the night.

5. As students finish building their objects, they will then begin decorating the box to look like a mini-museum.

6. The students will then place all of their objects inside the box placing them around the floor and hanging on the walls so they can all be seen.
7. The diorama will need a title so others will know what they are looking at. This sign will need to be placed either on the outside of the box or somewhere around it.
8. As a class, the students will then write a paragraph explaining what their diorama is, tell a little about the things inside, and tell why they chose those things to represent where God lives.
9. Place the box either in the classroom, in the hallway, or in the library where it can be viewed by others.
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
