Vocabulary:  mischief, gnashed, tamed, rumpus

Introduction:  Before reading ask the children:  Have you ever pretended you were someone else?

During Reading:  Ask the following questions on corresponding pages.


P 4 – What kind of mischief is Max making?


P 5 – Why did mother send Max to bed without eating?


P 10 – Is the forest real?


P 20 – What is Max’s magic trick? 


End – Why was the food still hot?

T-chart:  Using a T-chart the whole group will participate in deciding if an event, character, or action is either fiction or fact.
