Book Description:

· Dr. Seuss makes you think of different things, some explainable, some not.

Academic Objective: 
· ELA2R1f: The student quickly applies knowledge of letter sound correspondence and spelling patterns to decode unfamiliar words. The student reads multisyllabic words.
Brilliant Star Objective: 
· Cognitive/Think (Analogy): Students will be able to create a relationship between unlike elements (two or a pair of two) which have at least one common characteristic or property that is not necessarily obvious or logical.
Readability Level: 2.1
Vocabulary: Words that may need to be addressed before teaching: guff, schlopp, snuvs, blooop, gloves 

Introduction: Questions to ask before reading:

· What is a think?

· How many thinks can you think?
· What do you think that Dr. Seuss is talking about?

Questions during reading: 
· How many thinks can you think and explain?
· What are the relationships between the thinks/things?

Follow-up activities

· Have the student to think and write down all the things that they can think of in five minutes. Allow them to share them with the class.
· Have the students draw pictures of the things that they are thinking. Allow the students to share them in class.
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
