	Follow up Activities


	Once a week, adorned with rubber gloves, the class will try to fill a garbage can with “waste” from the playground.

2. Students can start an aluminum can drive.  Once a month, they will donate their collection to their local fire department. The fire department trades cans for money.  Then, the fire department donates the money to hospitals for burn victims.

3. Have a chart posted on a wall. Every time one student says something good, or encouraging to another student give him or her a point.  At the end of each month, if a child has reached 10 points, that child receives:

1st time-  a certificate of excellence

2nd time– a trip to the “goody” box

3rd time-  an “excused homework” pass

4th time– ticket for an ice cream at lunch

5th – Citizenship award to be read over the intercom.
