· Sensing: 
· Students will be able to name and describe their senses and how they can be used to understand/explore new things. 

Engage
· Begin the lesson with a graphic organizer called a Word Splash. On the word splash write the word night (use a piece of chart paper). Then ask the students to say words that come to their mind about night. 
Explore
· The teacher will begin reading the book by completing a picture walk through the book Froggy’s Sleepover.
· After completing the picture walk the teacher will begin reading aloud to the students. 
Explain
· The students and teacher will complete a graphic organizer for important details about day and night. Teacher can use any type of graphic organizer. Available at: http://www.eduplace.com/graphicorganizer
Evaluate
· Inference: Students write a list of facts they have learned in their flip book about day and night.
· Observation: Students will draw a picture half of the picture will be day the other half night. Students will describe facts for day and night to the teacher.
· Inference: Students and teacher will discuss the following question: “Why is the day warmer than night?

· Have students close their eyes and move around the room a few students at a time.  What senses do they have to rely on?
· Read other stories about day and night.
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
