Brilliant Star Objective(s):

SocioCultural: Students will be able to describe the importance of taking care of the environment and the earth. Students will discuss ways they can help take care of the environment (beginning as small as the school). 
Engage:   

· Have students brainstorm what they know about taking care of plants. Make a class list of things that you need and need to do in order to help a plant grow. 
Explore:

· The teacher will read the book Grow Flower, Grow!
Explain:
· Discuss with the class the different things the girl did that did not help her flower grow, and what did help the flower grow. 
· Make a class T-chart with one column titled, “Things that helped the flower grow” and “Things that did not help the flower grow.” Students help the teacher fill in the chart. 
Evaluate:

· Observation: Show students real life examples of two plants. Have students decide which one is healthy and which one is not. Students will write what they think made one plant healthy and why. 
Extend:

· Students will work in pairs to make a brochure titled, “How to take care of plants.” Students will need to include the four basic needs of a plant. 
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
