Brilliant Star Objectives

· Sensing: 
Students will be able to name and describe their senses and how they can be used to understand/explore new things.
Engage
· Word splash graphic organizer will be used as an activator.  The word for the graphic organizer is “noise”.  The teacher and students will discuss sound and how vibrations produce sounds. 
Explore
The teacher will begin reading the book by completing a picture walk through the book Hush!
· After completing the picture walk the teacher will begin reading aloud to the students.  

· After reading ask questions about the story
Explain
· Have students explain sound is produced by vibrations.

· Have students make connections to the text (text-to-self, text-to-text, or text-to-world). 

Evaluate

· Observation: Students will listen to a tape with recorded sounds of different things.  Students will try to identify these items.  Have students list the items in the order that they are heard.
· Inference:  What would it be like if you could not hear?
