Objectives

SKCS1 Students will be aware of the importance of curiosity, honesty, openness, and skepticism in science and will exhibit these traits in their own efforts to understand how the world works.

a. Raise questions about the world around you and be willing to seek answers to some of the questions by making careful observations (5 senses) and trying things out.
Brilliant Star Objectives

· Sensing: 
Students will be able to name and describe their senses and how they can be used to understand/explore new things.
Engage
· Word splash graphic organizer will be used as an activator.  The word for the graphic organizer is “sense”.  The teacher and students will discuss sound and how vibrations produce sounds. 
· Bring in a bag with different items and let students use their senses to figure out what they are.  One bag students will use the sense of touch.  The other bag will be the sense of smell,  the next bag will be sound, the last bag will be taste.
Explore
The teacher will begin reading the book by completing a picture walk through the book Panackes! Pancakes!
· After completing the picture walk the teacher will begin reading aloud to the students.  

· After reading ask questions about the story
Explain
· Have students explain what senses were used in the story.

· Have students make connections to the text (text-to-self, text-to-text, or text-to-world). 

Evaluate

· Observation: Have students make a picture dictionary with the 5 senses.
· Inference:  Students write a few sentences discussing why are senses are important.
