Brilliant Star Objective(s):

· Cognitive/Thinking: 
· Association: Students will be able to identify and describe a relationship between like and unlike objects and ideas.

Engage:   

· Teacher brings in sunflower seeds.  

· Have students record what they observe about the seeds.
· Create a word splash about seeds
Explore:

· After completing the word splash the teacher will begin reading aloud to the students.  
· Teacher will have students identify the references to seeds and plants in the story and the process of planting seeds.
Explain:

· Display, discuss and identify the life cycle of a plant.
· Discuss and identify what a plant needs to flourish.  
· Create a graphic representation of the plant life cycle
· Place a sunflower seed in a cup with top soil.  
· Allow the students to observe the growth.
Evaluate:

· Observation: They are record observations of their seeds as they grow.
· Inference:  Why do we have seeds?
Extend:

· Create a model of the life cycle of a plant.
· Create a sunflower garden in the school yard.
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
