Engage
Show various pictures of houses in the past and then in present day. Discuss how time can change things.
Explore
· The teacher will begin reading the book by completing a picture walk through the book The Little House.
· After completing the picture walk the teacher will begin reading aloud to the students.
· During and after reading ask questions about the story
Explain
· Have students explain what happened around the house and how it affected the house.
· Have students draw two pictures. The first should picture should be of their house as it looks today. The second picture should show what their house will look like in 50 years. 

Evaluate

Get students to explain specific changes in their house and what events would have caused them over the years.
Extend
Allow students to perform a webquest searching for pictures of other buildings that have stood the test of time, but have changed in the process.
