Description

· A young saves a caterpillar from a hungry bird; she and her grandfather build a house where the caterpillar spins a cocoon and becomes a butterfly.
S2L1. Students will investigate the life cycles of different living organisms. 
a. Determine the sequence of the life cycle of common animals in your area: a mammal such as a cat or dog or classroom pet, a bird such as a chicken, an amphibian such as a frog, and an insect such as a butterfly. 

Brilliant Star Objective(s):

· Cognitive/Thinking: 
· Seriation: Students will be able to order a set of related elements or events according to a given rule. 
Engage:   

· Teacher brings in a butterfly house.  

· Have students record what they observe about the butterfly house.
· Discuss observation with a partner.

Explore:

· Create a word splash about butterflies

· After completing the word splash the teacher will begin reading aloud to the students.  
· Teacher will have students identify the references to plants in the story.
Explain:

· Display, discuss and identify the life cycle of a butterfly.
· Discuss and identify what a butterfly needs to flourish.  
· Create a graphic representation of the butterfly life cycle.
· Observe the caterpillar.

Evaluate:

· Observation: Record your observations of the change of the caterpillar.
· Inference:  How does the caterpillar know when it is ready to wrap itself in a cocoon ?
Extend:

· Create a model butterfly house.
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
