The Legend of the Indian Paintbrush

Objectives

· SKE1:  Students will describe time patterns (such as day to night and night to day) and objects (such as sun, moon ,stars) in the day and night sky.
a. describe changes that occur in the sky during the day, as day turns into night, during the night, and as night turns into day.

b. Classify objects according to those seen in the day sky and those seen in the night sky.

Brilliant Star Objectives

· Physical:  Students will be able to recognize the changes in the sky in relation to day and night.  
Engage

· Begin the lesson by giving every student a piece of white computer paper and crayons.  Have the students to draw a picture of the sky (day or night).  After the task is complete have one or two children share their drawings with the class.  Then show the students a paintbrush and begin a discussion about the paintbrush (what it is used for, where can one be found, have any of the students ever used a paint brush).  

Explore

· The teacher will begin reading the book by asking the students if they know what an Indian is then the teacher will complete a picture walk through the book The Legend of the Indian Paintbrush.
· After completing the picture walk the teacher will begin reading aloud to the students.  

· After reading ask the following questions:

1. What did you notice about the sky in the book?

2. What things/objects did Little Gopher see in the sky?

3. When/what time were things/objects seen in the story? (night, day, evening)

4. What was your favorite scene/part about the book?  Why?

Explain

· The students and teacher will complete a night/day chart about the story. The teacher will list events from the story that happened in the day and in the night.  The teacher may also want to break the chart into four sections (one for morning, one for afternoon, one for evening, and one for night).   

· Have students make connections to the text (text-to-self, text-to-text, or text-to-world). 

Evaluate

· Inference:  The students will complete an activity available at: NASA’s KSNN http://ksnn.larc.nasa.gov/k2/s_nightDay_a.html
· Observation:  Students will draw a diagram of the night sky compared to the day sky by using a piece of white computer and folding it in half.  Students will draw a picture of the day sky on one half and will draw the night sky on the other half.

· Inference:  Students and teacher will discuss the following question:  “Why does the day change to night and the night to day?

Extend

· Students can write a paragraph or story about the night and/or day.

· Teacher and students can play a game called I See Something What Do You See? (Games: Teacher Made)
