· Classification: Students will be able to organize given elements into sets according to a specified rule or common attributes. 

Engage
· Word splash graphic organizer will be used as an activator.  The word for the graphic organizer is “compare”.  The teacher and students will discuss attributes and different types of attributes.
Explore
The teacher will begin reading the book by completing a picture walk through the book The Mixed Up Chameleon.
· After completing the picture walk the teacher will begin reading aloud to the students.  

· After reading ask questions about the story
1. How did he change?
2. Describe what changes occurred?
3. Why did he change?
Explain
· Have students illustrate the lifecycle and write a sentence about each stage..

· Have students make connections to the text (text-to-self, text-to-text, or text-to-world). 

Evaluate

· Observation: Students will sort different objects according to their attributes.  Then write what attribute they sorted by.  Then compare the objects in each group telling how they are different.
