The Paperboy

Book Description:

· A little boy tells about his daily job as a paperboy.

Objectives

· S2E2: Students will investigate the position of the sun and moon to show patterns throughout the year.

a. Investigate the position of the sun in relation to a fixed object on earth at various times of the day.

b. Relate the length of the day and night to the change in seasons (for example: Days are longer than the night in the summer.)

Brilliant Star Objectives
· Physical: Students will be able to recognize the changes in the sky in relation to day and night. 
Engage
· Before beginning the lesson the teacher should purchase glow in the dark stars for the classroom and darken the windows for a full night effect. Complete a compare/contrast chart on night and day. Then turn out the lights and allow the students to lie on the floor (on blankets) and gaze at the stars. 
Explore

· The teacher will begin reading the book by completing a picture walk through the book The Paperboy. 
· After completing the picture walk, the teacher will begin reading aloud to the students. 
· After reading ask the following questions:

1. What time did the boy get out of bed to go on his paper route? How do you know?

2. Where is the sun when it is night here?

3. Where does the sun rise? Where does it set?

4. Are days longer or shorter during the winter? (Teacher will discuss this answer.)

Explain

· Have students make connections to the text (text-to-self, text-to-text, or text-to-world). 

· The students will discuss with partners the differences in night and day.

Evaluate

· Students will make a day/night book using black and yellow paper. On the black side, the students will list what is seen in the night sky. On the yellow side, the students will list what is seen in the day sky. The book is used as a reference. 

· Inference: Students write a few sentences daytime and nighttime.

· Observation: Students will draw a picture of a night sky and write a sentence about the picture.
