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Objectives


S1E2:  Students will observe and record changes in water as it relates to weather.

a. Identify forms of precipitation such as rain, snow, sleet, and hailstones as either solid (ice) or liquid (water).

Brilliant Star Objectives

· Cognitive:  Students will be able to analyze the differences in matter in regards to changes in the seasons.

Engage
· Begin the lesson showing students pictures of rain.
· Do a word splash with the word weather
Explore
· The teacher will begin reading the book by completing a picture walk through the book The Rain Came Down.
· After completing the picture walk the teacher will begin reading aloud to the students.  

· After reading ask the following questions:

· The students and teacher will discuss the different types of precipitation and how it relates to the different seasons.

· Have students make connections to the text (text-to-self, text-to-text, or text-to-world). 

Evaluate
· Observation:  Students will draw a picture about the book and write a paragraph telling about the picture describing the weather.

· Inference:  Why do we have seasons?
