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Description:

Objectives

· S1P1. Students will investigate light and sound. 
c. Investigate how vibrations produce sound. 

Brilliant Star Objectives

· Sensing: Students will be able to name and describe their senses and how they can be used to understand/explore new things.
Engage

· Word splash graphic organizer will be used as an activator.  The word for the graphic organizer is “sound”.  The teacher and students will discuss sound and how vibrations produce sounds. 
Explore

· The teacher will begin reading the book by completing a picture walk through the book The Very Noisy Night

· After completing the picture walk the teacher will begin reading aloud to the students.  

· After reading ask questions about the story
Explain

· Have students explain vibrations of sound.

· Have students make connections to the text (text-to-self, text-to-text, or text-to-world). 

Evaluate

· Observation: Students will make a guitar using a empty Kleenex box, paper towel rolls, and rubber bands.  The Kleenex box is the main part of the guitar.  The paper towel roll is the neck of the guitar.  The rubber bands are the strings, stretch them long ways around the box.  The rubber bands need to be tight.
· Inference:  Students write a few sentences discussing how the guitar is able to produce sound.
Extend
· Make another instrument of their creation.  Then write a few sentences to describe how sound is produced.
