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Book Description

A rabbit turns his bad luck and hunger into good luck by striking a smart deal with the rich and lazy bear down the road. 

Objectives:

· S1CS5a: Students will communicate scientific ideas and activities clearly. Students will describe and compare things in terms of number, shape, size, texture, weight, color, and motion.

· S1L1c: Students will investigate the characteristics basic needs of plants and animals. Students will identify the parts of a plant – root, stem, leaf, and flower. 
Brilliant Star Objectives:

· Cognitive/Thinking: Classification: Students will be able to organize given elements into sets according to a specified rule or common attributes.

Readability: 3.2

Engage:

· Teacher brings in a variety of vegetables that have roots at the top and bottom.

· Display the collection of vegetables or vegetable pictures. Invite children to handle them, examine, and tell about each vegetable they can recognize and name. Teach them about the ones they don't know. 
· Ask how the vegetables are alike. (They are all good for me. They taste good. They are pretty colors.) Then ask how the vegetables are different. (They have different colors. Some are rough. Some are smooth. Some taste good.) 
· Record responses of chart paper.

Explore:

· The teacher will begin reading the book by completing a picture walk through the book Tops and Bottoms.

· After completing the picture walk the teacher will begin reading aloud to the students. 
· Teacher will identify the vegetables in the book and identify the parts of each vegetable.

Explain:

· Have students identify the parts of a plant, such as a house plant.

· Have students compare house plants to the vegetables identified in the book and that you brought in by teacher.

Evaluate:

· Observation: Have students draw and label the parts of a plant.

· Inference: Students create a carrot using their hand for the green part of the plant and make an orange carrot for the root part having students write an information report on the locations of the root, stem, and leaves of the carrot.

· Provide students with an assortment of plants and have them sort them out based on if the “good part” is located in the top, middle, or bottom of the plant.

Extend:

· Create an indoor garden by planting various plants and identifying the parts of each plant.

· Allow students to perform a webquest searching for more information about plants.
