Why the Sun and the Moon Live in the Sky

Objectives

SKE1. Students will describe time patterns (such as day to night and night to day) and objects (such as sun, moon, stars) in the day and night sky. 
a. Describe changes that occur in the sky during the day, as day turns into night, during the night, and as night turns into day. 

b. Classify objects according to those seen in the day sky and those seen in the night sky. 

c. Recognize that the Sun supplies heat and light to Earth. 

Brilliant Star Objectives

· Cognitive/Thinking: 
· Deductive Inference: Students will be able to derive a particular observation or conclusion from a generalization based on logical thinking. 
Engage
· Begin the lesson with a graphic organizer called a Word Splash. On the word splash write the word Sky (use a piece of chart paper). Then ask the students to say words that come to their mind about snakes (how it looks, what happens in the sky)
Explore
The teacher will begin reading the book by completing a picture walk through the book Why the Sun and the Moon Live in the Sky.
· After completing the picture walk the teacher will begin reading aloud to the students. 
· After reading ask questions.
Explain
· Have students make a word cluster chart for the words sun and moon.  Have students number off.  The 1’s will complete the sun word cluster and the 2’s will complete the moon word cluster.  When the charts are complete the 1’s will share with the 2’s and the 2’s will share with the 1’s.
· Have students make connections to the text (text-to-self, text-to-text, or text-to-world). 

Evaluate
· Observation:  Have students make a book charting the changes in the sky.

· Inference: Students write a list of facts they have learned about the changes in the sky.

· Observation: Students will make a snake from play dough.  Then they will write facts about their snake.
· Inference: Students and teacher will discuss the following question: “Why do people dislike snakes?”

Extend

· Students can write an informational piece on the sun and moon.

· Read aloud another book about sun and the moon and compare the books.
· Allow students to explore websites on the sun and moon.
