Description 

· This is a social studies lesson in which the students will be able to describe benefits of saving money.

Academic Objective

· SS1E4 The student will describe the costs and benefits of personal spending and saving choices.

Brilliant Star Objective

· Finances: Students will understand how saving money is important to having a good lifestyle.

Essential Question

· What are the benefits of saving money?

Activating Strategy

· Read A Chair for my Mother


Present

1.
Ask the students what they would do if they wanted to buy something but didn’t 
have enough money to pay for it.

2.
Tell the students that it is important to save money. Tell the students that saving 
money can help you if something happens that you don’t expect; such as, the car 
breaking.

3.
Tell the students that sometimes things cost so much money that we have to save 
money to get enough to buy it. Tell them that we may be impatient, but we are very happy once we get what we were saving for.

4.
Tell the students that the characters in the story needed a chair so they saved money to get it. Tell them if they weren’t patient and didn’t take their time saving the money, they wouldn’t have been able to buy the chair.

5.
Tell the students that their parents are probably saving money for them to go to college because it is expensive. Tell them that their parents may be saving money 
so when they can’t work anymore, they will still have money to survive.

6.
Tell the students that most importantly, saving money makes things easier so that 
you don’t have to stress about things. Tell them that sometimes things happen 
that we can’t control and we need to have money saved so that we can survive.

Guided Practice

1.
Give the students a green piece of construction paper.

2.
Tell them to draw a picture of something that they need or want very badly.

3.
Tell them to write down one benefit for saving money.
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
