· Make a second list and ask students to think of jobs they can do to earn money.

· Ask students why we should work and why we would need or want to earn money.

Read the story, A Job for Jenny Archer, by Ellen Conford
2.   Discuss and review the story. 

3.   Ask students to recall why Jenny wanted to earn money.
4.   Ask students to list some of the ideas Jenny had to earn money.
Guided Practice

2.    Students will brainstorm ideas of how they could earn money to buy the item.

3.    Students will then write a short essay (one page or less) telling how they plan to earn their money.
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
