Academic Objective: 

· SKL2a – Students will compare the similarities and differences in groups of organisms.  Explain the similarities and differences in animals (color, size, appearance, etc.).              

Brilliant Star Objective: 
· Body Structure: Students will be able to describe how animals or machines make similar physical movements to people. 
Essential Question: How are animals and people alike? 
Activating Strategy: 
· Inform students that they are going to listen to a story about a little bear that gets lost in a Laundromat while looking for a pocket
Present: 

· Ask students the following questions.

· Can teddy bears really move around?

· Can teddy bears talk to us?

· What can real bears do that people do?

· What other animals can do things that people do?
Guided Practice: 
· Involve students in role-playing the physical movements that animals can make.

· Have students act out how the animal movements are similar to and different from human movements.

· Involve students in sorting animals according to their size, color and appearance.
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
