Annie and the Old One

Book Description:

· This inter-generational Navajo family will steal your heart as lessons of life and death consume Annie’s world.
Academic Objectives:

· SS2CG3: The student will give examples of how the historical figures under study demonstrate the positive citizenship traits of honesty, dependability, liberty, trustworthiness, honor, civility, good sportsmanship, patience and compassion.

· SS2G1: The student will locate major topographical features of Georgia and will describe how these features define Georgia’s surface.

Brilliant Star Objective:

· AffectivelEmotion: The students will be able to recognize the feelings that occur as a result of a specific event.
Readability Level: 2.6

Vocabulary: American Indians, bluffs, mesa, hogans, loom, warp

Introduction: Before reading, take a picture walk through the book noticing setting, characters and coloration. Ask students to tell you what they know about American Indians. Discuss and relate pictures to their comments trying to incorporate vocabulary words where possible.

During Reading: Ask following questions on corresponding pages:

· p 4 – 
Where does this story take place?  What’s the setting? 

· p 10 –  Who has been introduced so far?  How many of you have a grandmother?...grandfather?

· p 22 – 
Why did Annie take the teacher’s shoe and throw it away?  Was the teacher angry? 

· End – 
What was Annie trying to prolong?  Have any of you had a grandmother or grandfather that you were close to “pass away”? How did that make you feel?

Follow-Up Activities: 

Challenges will be made.  All students must participate.  However, each child has the opportunity to pick which challenge he or she would like to complete. Use the materials of your choice.  Some samples and ideas previously done are: dioramas with a one page report, posters with a one page report, collages with a one page report, and models with a one page report, powerpoints, etc.

1. Create a collage of American Indian artifacts.  It can be pictures, actual arrowheads, tools, sign language, whatever, to convey what an American Indian is.

2. Create a diorama of the American southwest using mesas, bluffs and hogans, compare and contrast the geographical area, tools, homes and clothing to the Georgia Indians.

3. Use some method of design to show looming and/or the colorful weavings made by looms.  This can be done with paper, cloth material or anything you know of that shows the patterns of weaving.

4. Develop a powerpoint with the focus on American Indian artifacts.  Use pictures and labels to describe  the tools, homes, clothing or even foods eaten long ago. One possible  method: what was used as clothing then verses now, same with food, homes  etc….
