Description 

· This is a social studies lesson in which the students will learn what an income is and how it is earned.

Academic Objective
· SSKE2 The student will explain that people earn income by exchanging their human resources (physical and mental work) for wages or salaries.

Brilliant Star Objective
· Finances: The students will be able to define income and explain why we need an income.

Essential Question

· How do we earn an income?

Activating Strategy

· Read the story Arthur’s Funny Money by Lillian Hoban. Ask the students how and why Arthur earned money.

· Tell the students to write down one thing they would like to buy.

· Let the students share, and asked them how they will be able to buy the object. Write down their responses on the board or chart paper.

· Tell the students that today they will learn what an income is and how to earn it.

Present

1. 
Write the word income on the board in big letters.

2. 
Tell the students that an income is when people earn money.

3. 
Ask the students how they think that we earn money. Tell the students that we earn money by working. “I am a teacher and I earn money, or an income, by teaching 
you.”

4. 
Ask the students if they have done any work for anyone to earn money. Tell the students that they are going to listen to a story about Arthur, who makes a 
business to earn money for something he wants to buy.

5. 
Ask students to give some reasons why we need to earn an income. Help the students to brain storm reasons and put them on chart paper.

Tell the students to tell you ways that they can earn money.

Give the students drawing paper. 
3. 
Tell the students to draw a picture of the object that they said they would like to buy. Tell the students to write one sentence telling how they will earn money to buy 
the object.
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
