Essential Question

· Where is Africa and what types of landfroms are there?
Activating Strategy

· Complete a KWHL on Africa. Have students share what they know about the country, such as what it looks like, what animals live there, and where it is located. Students can share what they want to know about Africa as well. 
Present

1. Show students a map of the world and point to where Africa is. Also show pictures of Africa’s landforms, such as picture of a plain. 
2. Read Bringing the Rain to Kapiti Plain 
3. Discuss with the students why the Kapiti Plain needed the rain and what made the rain come. Have students visualize what the plain looked like with no water, and then what it would like with water. 
Guided Practice

1. Have students come up to the map and point to Africa. 
2. Give the students a piece of paper and let them draw a picture of a plain in Africa. Students can include African animals in their drawing as well. 
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
