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Description 

· This is a social studies lesson in which students will compare and contrast the Creek and Cherokee cultures of the past to Georgians today.
Academic Objective
· SS2H2 The student will describe the Georgia Creek and Cherokee cultures of the past in terms of tools, clothing, homes, ways of making a living, and accomplishments.

b. Compare and contrast the Creek and Cherokee cultures of the past to Georgians today.

· Spiritual Development: Students will be able to identify the importance of a deep connection to themselves, others, nature, or to a higher power. 

Essential Question

· How are Georgians’ lives today different or similar to the lives of Creek and Cherokee 
Indians of the past?
Activating Strategy

· Show students the map of Georgia’s Indian tribes at 

http://www.native-languages.org/georgia.htm. Point out the areas where the Creek and    Cherokee tribes were located. Give examples of modern day cities that are located in the same areas. (For example, Atlanta or Savannah)
Present

1.
Read the story Brother Eagle, Sister Sky, by Susan Jeffers.
2.   Ask students to discuss how Chief Seattle and other Native Americans felt about the land, water, plants and animals. How were they connected to nature?

3.   Explain that the Native Americans had great respect for nature and their creator.

4.   Ask students if they believe people today respect nature as much as the Native American tribes do.  Why or why not? 

Guided Practice

1.   Give students a list of topics such as types of clothing, housing, entertainment, chores, etc.

2.   Have students research the Creek and Cherokee tribes.
