Activating Strategy

· Ask students to help you make a list of jobs grownups do to earn money.

· Make a second list and ask students to think of jobs they can do to earn money.

· Ask students why we should work and why we would need or want to earn money

Read the story, Clifford Gets a Job, by Norman Bridwell
2.   Discuss and review the story. 

3.   Ask students to recall why Clifford needed to earn money.

4.   Ask students if Clifford had a “need” or a “want”.
Guided Practice

Give the students a piece of drawing paper.

2.
Tell students to imagine something that they need or would really like to have.

2.    Students will then brainstorm jobs they could perform to earn money to buy the item.

3.    Students will then draw a picture of themselves doing their job.
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
