Book Description:  

· Clifford attempts to help others, but his efforts don’t always turn out the way he intends.

Academic Objective: 

· SSKCG2 - The student will retell stories that illustrate positive character traits and will explain how people in the stories show the qualities of honesty, patriotism, loyalty, courtesy, respect, truth, pride, self-control, moderation and accomplishment.
Brilliant Star Objective: 
· Conation/Volition – Students will be able to discriminate between intended and unintended actions or behaviors.

Readability Level: 2.2
Essential Questions: How can we help others? 

Activating Strategy: 
· Ask the students to share some of the things that they do to help in the classroom (i.e., job board, etc.)  Introduce the story by reading the title and author and inform students that they will be listening for how Clifford helped others.  
Present: 

· Begin the lesson by asking students if they have ever helped someone with something?  Ask students to share how they have helped.  Inform students that when we help others that is considered being courteous or helpful.  Remind the students that although Clifford wanted his help to be good, it didn’t always turn out that way. Introduce the words intended and unintended.
Guided Practice: 
· Create a T-chart on chart paper.  Label one side “intended” and the other side “unintended”.   Invite students to share Clifford’s intended actions and his unintended actions.  

Extend/Refine: 

Writing Activity 

Students write and draw in their personal journals about a time that they helped someone and it had unintended consequences.  Model this activity for the students prior to their completing the task.
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
