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Description 

· This is a social studies lesson in which students will learn the importance entrepreneurship.

Academic Objective
· SS3E1 The student will describe the four types of productive resources:
a. Natural

b. Human

c. Capital

d. Entrepreneurship
Brilliant Star Objective
· Work/Career: Students will understand the importance of work ethics and working to earn money.

Essential Question

· Why is entrepreneurship an important resource?

Activating Strategy

· Show the video clip from A Charlie Brown Christmas in which Lucy is working at her Psychiatric-Advice Booth, giving advice for 5¢. (Lucy and her booth are featured in other Charlie Brown cartoons as well as this one.)
· Ask students of other ways children have tried to start their own business and make money (i.e. lawn mowing, lemonade stand, bake sales).

· Explain that an entrepreneur is someone who starts up a business. Usually we think of entrepreneurs as grownups, but sometimes children and teenagers start a little business to make extra money. 

Present

1.
Read the story Daisy Comes Home by Jan Brett.
2.
Ask students if they think Mei Mei is an entrepreneur.
3.   Ask students to describe what her business was.

Guided Practice

1.
Assign small groups of about 3 or 4 students (You may let students choose their own groups and choose others who have similar interests).
2.    Tell students that they are going to create their own business.

3.   First, each group needs to brainstorm to get ideas for a business. Encourage students to think about their talents and things they know about for inspiration.

4.   Students also need to think about who their customers will be. Are they selling their product or service to adults or children? Family? Neighbors? Friends?

5.   After deciding on what type of business (what product or service to offer) and who their customers are, students need to make a list of things they will need to start their business.

6.    Students need to decide who will do what jobs. (some examples might be: who will make the product, who will advertise, who will sell the product, who will be responsible for dividing the money between all the partners and paying for supplies.)

7.   Each group will create a “business plan” which answer the questions in steps 3-6 and turn it in to the teacher for “approval”.

8.    In a whole group discussion, have students tell why it is important to work to earn money and why it is important to have entrepreneurs in society.

9.    Extending-- If students have “created” a business that they could actually do at school; you might allow them to test it out on their classmates. 
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
