Brilliant Star Objective

· Family: Students will be able to discuss their feelings about their siblings and the importance of family members.

Essential Question

· What is the meaning of the terms before and after?

Activating Strategy

· Ask two students to line up as if the class were leaving the room. Tell the students that the person leading the line will exit the room before the other person will. Tell the students that the second person will leave after the person who is leading the line.


· Read Julius, The Baby of the World.
Present

1. After reading the story, ask the students if they have ever experienced a situation 
like this. Ask them if they were the older or younger sibling. Ask them if it happened before their baby siblings were born or after they were born.
2. Tell the students that you will be discussing before and after today. Tell the students that you are going to read them a book and you want them to pay attention to the way the sister acts before her baby brother is born and the way she acts after her baby brother is born.

Guided Practice

1. Divide a piece of chart paper and write before on one side and after on the other. Ask the students to help you brainstorm the sister’s behavior before her baby brother was born and her behaviors after he was born.

2. Give the students a piece of paper divided in the middle with before on one side 
and after on the other. 
3. Tell them to write something they did before they came to school this morning and draw a picture. Tell them to write something they did after they came to school 
and draw a picture.
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
