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Description 

This is a social studies lesson in which students will learn what an income is and why it is important for people to have an income. 
Academic Objective

SSKE2 
The student will explain that people earn income by exchanging their human resources (physical or mental work) for wages or salary.

Brilliant Star Objective

Work/Career: Students will understand the importance of work ethics.

Essential Question
Why do adults go to work?
Activating Strategy

Read Lemonade with a Twist
Present

1.
Discuss with students what the word “income” means, and how people make an income (by working). 
2.
Ask the students why it is important for someone to have an income (so they can buy things they need, such as food and clothes, and a place to live). 
3.
Ask the students how Timmy earned an income.  Ask the students why Timmy started a lemonade stand (he wanted money to buy tickets for a show). Ask the students if they have ever worked for money so they could get something they wanted. 
4.
Have the students decide whether or not Timmy worked hard for his income, and discuss why or why not. 
Guided Practice

Tell students that are going to think of a way in which they can earn income. Students should make a list of things they could do to earn money.   Students can pick one item off the list and write about how they would make an income from that job, and what responsibilities they would have as a worker. 
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
