Description 

· This is a social studies lesson in which students will learn how to draw a map.
Academic Objective
· SSKG2 The student will explain that a map is a drawing of a place and a globe is a model of the Earth.
             c. Explain that maps and globes show features in a smaller size. 
Brilliant Star Objective
· Awareness/Perceiving: Situation-specific: Students will be aware of their surroundings and the effects they can have on a person’s feelings and reactions.
Essential Question

· Why do people need to be able to draw or read maps?
Activating Strategy

· Begin reading the story, Sheila Rae, the Brave, by Kevin Henkes.
· Stop reading after page 15.

· Ask students, “What do you think has happened? Why doesn’t anything look familiar to Sheila Ray?”

· After students have said that Sheila Rae is lost, ask student how they think she feels. Show students the picture of Sheila Rae.

· Ask students, “How would you feel if you were lost and didn’t know the way home?”

· Ask students what they think will happen next.

Present

1.
 Continue reading the story to the end.
2.    Ask students, “How do you think Sheila Rae felt once she made it home?”

3.    Ask students what could have helped Sheila Rae find her way home. (Students may give a variety of answers, so help guide them to the answer you are looking for, which is a map.)

Guided Practice

1.
Tell students that a map is a picture of a place. Explain that the pictures on a map, called symbols are much smaller than what they represent.
2.    Show students a map key and point out the symbols. Ask students if that picture shows how big the thing really is. (Students should understand that the symbols are much smaller.)
3.    Tell students to close their eyes and think about where they live and think about things that are nearby, such as other houses, stores, trees, streets, etc. Tell students to make a picture in their mind. 

4.   Give each child a large piece of construction paper. Tell students that they are going to draw a map of their street or neighborhood. Remind students to include a picture of their house on the map.
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
