Activating Strategy

· Have students explain the word past. Give examples of thing that happened in the past.
· Have students explain the word present. Give examples of things that happened in the present.

· Have students explain the word future. Give examples of things that could or will happen in the future.

Present

1.
Read the story, The Memory String, by Eve Bunting.
2.    While reading ask, “Which buttons represent past, present, or future events?”
3.    Ask students, “How did Laura’s feelings about Jane change from the beginning of the story to the end?” Why?
4.    Ask students, “Why were the buttons so special?” “How did they make her feel close to her family?” 

Guided Practice

1.
Give each student a piece of white paper.
2.    Instruct students to fold the paper into 3 sections.

3.    In the first section, students will draw a picture to show something that happened in the past.

4.   In the second section, students will draw a picture to show something that happened in the present.

5.   In the third section, students will draw a picture to show something that will or may happen in the future.
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
