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Description 

· This is a social studies lesson in which the students will learn how to use words and phrases related to time to explain change.

Academic Objective

Brilliant Star Objective

· Family: Students will be able to discuss emotions that families share.

Essential Question

· How do peoples’ feelings change as a result of an experience in their lives?
Activating Strategy

· Ask the students if they have ever gone on a picnic or somewhere with their family and fell in love with a stray cat or dog.

· Tell the students that today they are going to hear a story where a family fell in love with a puppy one day on a picnic.
· Read The Stray Dog.

Present

1. Ask the students how long it took the family to fall in love with the puppy. (in a day).

2. Tell the students that sometimes we can feel one way and that our feelings could change in a day. Tell the students that not only our feelings change, but a person could change their appearance in a day.

3. Ask the students how did the family feel as the week past by.

4. Tell the students that not only feelings, but everything changes over time. Tell them that things could change today and be different from yesterday. Tell them that things could be different this week than they were last week. Tell the students that sometimes it could take a month or a year to tell how something has changed.

5. Give the students an example of the weather. The sun can be shining today and not tomorrow.

Guided Practice

1. Make a chart with students explaining how things change. Make sure you tell them to use time words like day, week, month, etc.
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
