Description 

· This is a social studies lesson in which the students will learn what a farmer does for a living.

Academic Objective

· SSKE1 The student will describe the work that people do (police officer, firefighter, soldier, mail carrier, baker, farmer, doctor, and teacher). 

Brilliant Star Objective

· Work/Career: Students will understand the importance of work ethics.

Essential Question

· What type of work does a farmer do?

Activating Strategy

· Tell the students to raise their hands if they know what a farm is. Tell the students to raise their hands if they live on a farm.

· Read Tops and Bottoms.
Present

1. Make a farmer word web.
2. Tell the students that a farmer plants gardens and grow food like fruits and vegetables. Tell the students that a farmer also grows things like cotton that we use for clothes and pillows. 
3. Tell them that sometimes a farmer has animals and he has to feed the animals and 
take care of the animals. Tell the students that the farmers can get milk from the cows and eggs from the hens.
4. Tell the students that we need farmers because even though we buy eggs, milk, and vegetables from the store, the farmer is the one who made that possible.

Guided Practice

1. Ask the students what they think would happen if all of our farmers decided to sleep like bear in the story and never do work.
2. Sit the students in a circle. Give one of them a bean bag. Start playing some music while they pass the bean bag around the circle. Tell the students that when the music stops, who ever has the bean bag has to tell one thing that a farmer does.
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
