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Description 

This is a social studies lesson in which the students will learn about different careers.
Academic Objective

SSKE1 
The student will describe the work that people do (police officer, fire fighter, soldier, mail carrier, baker, farmer, doctor, and teacher).
Brilliant Star Objective

Work/Career: Students will be able to discern the need for developing an interest in a particular career and the attitude necessary for sustaining that career. 
Essential Question

· How do community workers help their community??

Activating Strategy

· To spark interest, ask students what their parents do for a living and allow the children to discuss.
· Tell students, "Today we will learn about the different jobs in the community and what you can be when you grow up."
· Tell the students that today we will be reading a book about all of the different things that they can be when they grow up. Tell them that the book will give some clues about what each of the people in different jobs must do. 
· As we read, we will look at the first page and guess what the job is based on the description. Explain that good readers use their predicting abilities to guess what is coming next based on what they have already read.
· After we read, we are going to make a picture showing what we want to be when we grow up. The student will then explain why they have chosen his or her specific job so it can be written on the paper and displayed in the hall.

Present

· Read the title, author, and illustrator of the story.
· Read the book aloud to the students. While reading, read the “If a(n)…” statement and pause. Ask the students what they think the “I can be a(n)…” statement will say. Wait for a response. Read the “I can be a(n)…” statement to see if the children were correct. 
· Finish reading the story in this manner while making sure to vary intonation and show the children pictures. Explain each occupation further if necessary.

· Before beginning the activity, ask each student in the group what a different community worker does for a living. Make sure the students have a deep understanding of the importance of the people that help in the community.
Guided Practice

· Tell students they are now going to create a picture to show what they want to be when they grow up. Give each student a piece of white construction paper and his or her class picture. 
· Tell students that they need to glue their picture on the paper and then draw themselves as what they want to be when they grow up using their crayons and/or markers.
· Once completed, have the child dictate what they want to be when they grow up by saying, “When I grow up I want to be a _________ because they _________.” Write on the student’s sentence on the bottom of the paper with a marker. 

Closing

· Tell the students that during this lesson they learned the importance of the different people in the community and what the students can be when they grow up. Explain to students that each job is important in its own way. Ask students why they think each job is important. Also, tell students that as they get older it is ok to change their minds about
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
